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Case Study: Overlake

CTR and TMPs

Overlake has grown significantly over the past 10 years, 

particularly  with new commercial development. During the 

same period the share of trips taken in a single occupant vehicles 

dropped from 70 percent to approximately 60 percent. 

WA Commute Trip Reduction Law

Requires employers w/100+ employees arriving between 6‐9 am 

to:

• Conduct employee commute surveys

• Prepare plans to reduce single occupancy vehicle mode split

• Designate an Employee Transportation Coordinator

Redmond Transportation Management Programs

Condition of development that requires new commercial 

/industrial development that has 30+ new trips and 25 

employees arriving to the site between 7‐9 am or 4‐6 pm to:

• Conduct employee commute surveys

• Prepare plans to reduce single occupancy vehicle mode split

• Designate an Employee Transportation Coordinator

• Offer incentives

• Prepare annual report to track compliance and update 

strategy to achieve goal, if necessary

Transit Helps Get More of  Us There (and Here!) Transit: The Present
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Maps, shelters & information Transit: Investing in the Future

Light rail service begins in Overlake in 2023! Riders will have traffic‐free access to:
• Downtown Bellevue in 11 minutes
• Downtown Seattle in 30 minutes.

Without New Revenue

Metro would need to: 

• reduce bus service by as much as 17 percent system‐wide

• reduce $15 million (2014‐16) in Alaskan Way Viaduct

Downtown Parking

Example: Downtown Redmond Time
Limited Parking

• Prioritize parking for customers

• Offer longer term options – on‐street paid 

parking passes and paid parking lots

• Support use of travel alternatives and park 

once /go many places 

Overlake Parking

Land Use Vision would entail 100 acres of parking if 
all  parking were surface lots

Land Use Vision accommodated w/10 acres of 
space devoted to parking if structured
