WHEREAS the County desires to have certain services performed by the Contractor as described in this
Contract and as authornized by the Annual Budgets of the Contract Penod

NOW THEREFORE n consideration of payments covenants and agreements hereinafter mentioned
to be made and performed by the parties hereto the parties covenant and do mutually agree as follows

Incorporation of Exhibits

The Contractor shall provide services and comply with the requirements set forth in the following

Term and Termination

A This Contract shall commence on January 1 2009 and shall terminate on December 31 2013
unless extended or terminated earher pursuant to the terms and conditions of the Contract
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This Contract may be terminated by the either party without cause In whole or 1n part prior to the
date specified in Subsection [I A above by providing the other party thirty (30) days advance
wnitten notice of the termimation

The County may terminate this Contract in whole or in part upon seven (7) days advance writlen
notice in the event (1) the Contractor matenally breaches any duty obligation or service reguired
pursuant to this Contract or (2) the duties obligations or services required herein become
impossible lllegal or not feasible

If the Contract 1s terminated by the County pursuant to thus Subsection [ C (1) the Contractor
shall be hable for damages including any additional costs of procurement of similar services from
another source

if the termination results from acts or omissions of the Contractor including but not imited to
misappropnation nonperformance of required services, or fiscal mismanagement the Contractor
shall return to the County immediately any funds misappropriated or unexpended which have
been paid to the Contractor by the County

If County or other expected or actual funding 15 withdrawn reduced or hmited in any way prior to
the termination date set forth above in Subsection il A the County may upon written notification
to the Contractor terminate this Contract in whole or in part

If the Contract 1s terminated as provided in this Subsection (1) the County will be liable only for

payment in accordance with the terms of this Contract for services rendered prior to the effective
date of termination and (2) the Contractor shall be released from any obligation to provide such

further services pursuant to the Contract as are affected by the termination

Funding or obligation under this Contract beyond the current appropnation year 1s conditional upon
appropriation by the County Council of sufficient funds to support the activities described in the
Contract Should such appropriation not be approved this Contract will terminate at the close of
the current appropnation year

The Contractor may terminate this Contract upon seven (7} days written notice should the County
commuit any matenal breach of this Contract

Nothing herein shall hmit waive or extinguish any nght or remedy provided by this Contract or law
that either party may have in the event that the obligations terms and conditions set forth in this
Contract are breached by the other party

Compensation and Method of Payment

A

The County shall reimburse the Contractor for satisfactory completion of the services and
requirements specified m this Contract payable in the following manner

Upon receipt and approval of a signed invoice as set forth i Exhibit C that comphes with the
budget in Exhibit B The Contractor may bill up to the full amount of the annual amendment at any
time during the specified amendment year if it can certify and document that its total expenditures
have equaled or exceeded the full amount of the amendment

The Contractor shall submit an invoice and all accompanying reports as specified in the attached
exhibits not more than 60 working days after the close of each indicated reporting period The
County will Imtiate authonzation for payment after approval of corrected invoices and reports The
County shall make payment to the Contractor not more than 45 days after a complete and
accurate invoice 1s received

The Contractor shall submit its final invoice and all outstanding reports within 90 days of the date
this Contract terminates  [f the Contractor’s final invoice and reports are not submitted by the day
specified in this subsection the County will be refieved of all hability for payment fo the Contractor
of the amounts set forth in said invoice or any subsequent invoice

When a budget 1s attached hereto as an exhibit, the Contractor shall apply the funds received from
the County under this Contract in accordance with said budget The contract may contain
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separate budgets for separate program components The Contractor shall request prior approval
from the County for an amendment to this Contract when the cumulative amount of transfers
among the budget categories Is expected to exceed 10% of the Contract amount in any Contract
budget Supporting documents necessary to explain fully the nature and purpose of the
amendment must accompany each request for an amendment

If travel costs are contained in the attached budget reimbursement of Contractor travel lodging
and meal expenses are Iimited to the elgible costs based on the following rates and criteria

1 The mieage rate allowed by King County shall not exceed the current Internal Revenue
Service (IRS) rates per mile as allowed for business related travel The IRS mileage rate
shall be paid for the operation, maintenance and depreciation of individually owned vehicles
for that ime which the vehicle 1s used dunng work hours Parking shail be the actual cost
When rental vehicles are authorized, government rates shall be requested If the Contractor
does not request government rates the Contractor shall be personally responsible for the

Contractor shall always request government rates

4 Air travel shall be by coach class at the lowest possible price availlable at the time the
County requests a particular tnp In general, a trnip 1s associated with a particular work activity
of imited duration and only one round-trip ticket per person shall be billed per trip

to notify King County in the event it, or a subcontractor 1s debarred suspended or proposed for

Vi Maintenance of Records/Evaluations and Inspections

The Contractor shall maintain accounts and records, including personnel property financial and
programmatic records and other such records as may be deemed necessary by the County to
ensure proper accounting for all Contract funds and comphiance with this Contract

The County may visit at any mutually agreeable time the site of the work and the Contractor s
office to review the foregoing records The Contractor shall provide every assistance requested by
the County duning such visits In all other respects the Contractor shall make the foregoing
records available to the County for inspection and copying upon request |f this Contract involves
federal funds the Contractor shall comply with all record keeping requirements set forth in any
federal rules regulations or statutes included or referenced tn the contract documents

Except as provided in Section VIl of this Contract the records listed in A and B above shall be
maintained for a pertod of six (6) years after termination hereof unless permission to destroy them
1s granted by the Office of the Archivist in accordance with Revised Code of Washington (RCW)
Chapter 40 14

Medical records shall be mamtained and preserved by the Contractor in accordance with state and
federal medical records statutes including but not limited to RCW 70 41 190 7002 160 and
standard medical records practice If the Contractor ceases operations under this Contract the
Contractor shall be responsible for the disposition and maintenance of such medical records

The Contractor shall provide nght of access to its facilities—including thase of any subcontractor
assigned any portion of this Contract pursuant to Section X{il—to the County, the state, and/or
federal agencies or offictals at all reasonable times in order to monifor and evaluate the services
provided under this Contract The County will give advance notice to the Contractor in the case of
fiscal audits to be conducted by the County

The records and documents with respect to all matters covered by this Contract shall be subject at
all time to inspection review or audit by the County and/or federal/state officials so authorized by
law during the performance of thus Contract and six (6) years after termination hereof unless a
longer retention period is required by law

The Contractor agrees to cooperate with the County or its agent in the evaluation of the
Contractor's performance under this Contract and to make available all information reasanably
required by any such evaluation process The results and records of said evaluations shall be
maintained and disclosed in accerdance with RCW Chapter 42 56

The Contractor agrees that all information records and data collected in connection with this
Contract shall be protected from unauthorized disclosure in accordance with applicable state and
federal law

Obligations and Activities of the Contractor

The Contractor agrees not to use or disclose protected health information other than as

Implement admuinistrative physical and technical safeguards that reasonably and
appropriately protect the confidentiaity integrnity and avaidabiity of the protected health
information that it creates receves, maintans, or transmits on behalf of the covered entity

Permitted Uses and Disclosures by Business Associate

The Contractor may use or disclose protected health information to perform functions actwities or
services for or on behalf of, King County as specified in this Contract prowvided that such use or
disclosure would not violate the Privacy Rule if done by King County or the minimum necessary
policies and procedures of King County

Effect of Termination

1 Except as provided in paragraph C 2 of this section upon termination of this Contract, for
any reason the Contractor shall return or destroy all protected health information received
from King County or created or received by the Contractor on behalf of King County This
provision shall apply to protected health mformation that s in the possession of
subcontractors or agents of the Contractor The Contractor shail retain no copies of the
protected health information

2 In the event the Contractor determines that returning or destroying the protected health
information 1s infeasible the Contractor shall provide to King County notification of the

Submuttal of these documents shall constitute compliance with subsection VI A

If the Contractor 1s a municipal entity or other government institution or jurisdiction 1t shall submit
to the County a copy of its annual report of examination/audit conducted by the Washington State
Auditor within thurty (30) days of receipt which submittal shall constitute comphance with
subsection VIII A

If the Contractor for-profit or non-profit receives m excess of $100 000 in funds during its fiscal
year from the County it shall prowide a fiscal year financial statement prepared by an independent
Certified Public Accountant or Accounting Firm within six (8) months subsequent to the close of the
Contractor’s fiscal year

Addtional audtt or review requirements which may be imposed on the County will be passed on to
the Contractor and the Contractor will be required to comply with any such requirements

Corrective Action

E

If the County determines that a breach of contract has occurred, that s the Contractor has failed
to comply with any terms or conditions of this Contract or the Contractor has faled to provide in
any manner the work or services agreed to herein, and if the County deems said breach to warrant
corrective action the followmng sequential procedure will apply

The County will notify the Contractor in writing of the nature of the breach

The Contractor shall respond in writing within three (3) working days of its receipt of such
notfication which response shall indicate the steps being taken to correct the specified
deficiencies The corrective action plan shall specify the proposed completion date for bringing the
Contract into comphance which date shall not be more than ten (10) days from the date of the
Contractor s response uniess the County at its sole discretion specifies in wnting an extension 1n
the number of days to complete the corrective actions

The County will notify the Contractor in writing of the County s determination as to the sufficiency
of the Contractor s corrective action plan The determination of sufficlency of the Contractor s
corrective action plan shall be at the sole discretion of the County

In the event that the Contractor does not respond within the appropriate time with a corrective
action plan or the Contractor s corrective action plan s determined by the County to be
insufficient the County may commence termination of this Contract in whole or in part pursuant to
Section I C

In addition the County may withhold any payment owed the Contractor or prohibit the Contractor
from incumng additional obligations of funds untit the County is satisfied that corrective action has
been taken or completed and

Nothing herein shall be deemed to affect or waive any nghts the parties may have pursuant to
Section Il Subsectons B C D and E

Dispute Resolution

A

The parties shall use therr best good-faith efforts to cooperatively resolve disputes and problems
that anse in connection with this Contract Both parties will make a good faith effort to continue
without delay to carry out their respective responsibiiies under this Contract while attempting to
resolve the dispute under this section

If a dispute anses between the parties that cannot be resolved by direct negotration, the dispute
shall be submitted to a dispute board for a non-binding determination Each party shall timely
appoint one member to the dispute board Those members shall jointly appoint an additional
member Any costs of the dispute board shall be split evenly between the two parties The dispute
board shall timely review the facts Contract terms and applicable law and rules and make its
determination Provided that each party and the dispute board act in a timely manner the parties
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agree not to seek legal or equitable relief in the courts until the dispute board renders its
determination Thereafter erther party may seek legal or equitable relief in the courts

In providing services under this Contract the Contractor 1s an independent Contractor and neither
it nor its officers agents, employees or subcontractors are employees of the County for any
purpose The Contractor shall be responsible for all federal and/or state tax industrial insurance
and Social Secunty hability that may result from the performance of and compensation for these
services and shall make no claim of career service or civil service nights which may accrue to a
County employee under state or local law

The County assumes no responsibility for the payment of any compensation, wages benefits or
taxes by or on behalf of the Contractor its employees subcontractors and/or others by reason of
thus Contract The Contractor shall protect indemnsfy, and save harmless the County its officers
agents and employees from and agamst any and all clams, costs, and/or losses whatsoever
occurnng or resulting from (1) the Contractor's failure to pay any such compensation wages
benefits or taxes, and/or {2) the supplying to the Contractor of work services matenals or
supples by Contractor employees or other supplers in connection with or support of the
performance of this Contract

The Contractor further agrees that it 1s financially responsible for and will repay the County all
indicated amounts following an audit exception which occurs due to the negligence intentional act
and/or falure for any reason to comply with the terms of this Contract by the Contractor its
officers employees agents or subcontractors This duty to repay the County shall not be
diminished or extinguished by the prior termination of the Contract pursuant to the Duration of
Contract or the Termination section

The Contractor shall defend indemnify and hold harmless the County s officers employees, and
agents from any and all costs clams judgments and/or awards of damages ansing out of orin
any way resulting from, the neglgent acts or omissions of the Contractor its officers employees
subcontractors and/or agents in its performance or non-performance of its obligations under this
